All veterans are advised that if they have a life-threatening emergency to immediately call 911 and report to the nearest emergency room.  

All veterans and SLVHCS employees are encouraged to follow evacuation orders given by local city and parish governments.
Please remember that Southeast Louisiana Veterans Health Care System’s buildings cannot serve as a shelter and parking will not be available at any of our locations.
