Hannon'’s interventions in the community and the Celtic Studios shelter following the devastating
August 2016 floods in Baton Rouge were noticed by a retired Army colonel and former supervisor of
hers, who chose to nominate her for the award. During the awards ceremony at the NASW annual
state conference, she was also cited for her “commendable social work practice” and involvement
with different social service organizations.

To those who are just graduating from masters of social work programs and are entering the
workforce, Hannon gives these words of wisdom: “Make yourself proud through the quality of your
work and represent the profession well.”
