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New Orleans VA physician selected to receive Humanism in Medicine Award
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NEW ORLEANS – Southeast Louisiana Veterans Health Care System physician Dr. Randolph Roig was nominated to receive the 2016 Arnold P. Gold Foundation Humanism in Medicine Award.
