The health care system will be hiring nearly 1,000 employees to staff its new medical center. Many services and program representatives, such as Workforce Development, Logistics, Nursing, Police, Mental Health and Pharmacy will be available to answer questions and provide information about the type of jobs available. 

A VA for Vets coordinator will also be on site to help Veterans apply for positions through special hiring authorities.
