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Southeast Louisiana Veterans Health Care System receives national award 
from VA Secretary for Healthcare for Homeless Veterans program

NEW ORLEANS –Southeast Louisiana Veterans Health Care System’s Healthcare for Homeless Veterans program was recently recognized with the VA Secretary’s Award for Outstanding Achievement in Service for Homeless Veterans thanks to their consistent efforts to serve homeless Veterans throughout the region. 

The three members of the HCHV program staff conduct street outreach, assessments, and manage individual cases in order to stay engaged with homeless Veterans and connect them with health care services, benefits and community resources to get them back on their feet and into permanent housing. 

In addition to their efforts on a day-to-day basis, the HCHV staff also helped administer SLVHCS’ annual Homeless Veteran Stand Down last October where 273 homeless Veterans received flu shots, mental health assistance, primary care, dental, and podiatry services, as well as other essential services and support here in New Orleans. A few weeks later, in November, they once again coordinated support over a 12-parish area to help 300 Veterans and their families in disaster shelters displaced by historical flooding that took place throughout the region.

The Secretary’s Award for Outstanding Achievement in Service for Homeless Veterans has been presented annually since 2007 to VA employees, VA organizations, Veteran Service Organizations, businesses, community and faith-based organizations that provide exceptional service to homeless Veterans and contribute to breaking the cycle of homelessness among Veterans.
